b. Bothell Dining Advisory Committee – Anthony
i. They asked for feedback on student experience 
1. The lines were long over the summertime training 
2. Advocated for food trucks coming back 
3. Other locations opening 
4. Food being expensive in the market pod 
a. They added expensive and cheap options for students 
5. 7-10PM kitchen that is open for UWB students living on campus 
6. The app interface including Cascadia in the name, and not just UWB 
7. The dining calendar is very active and has events nearly everyday 
8. Trying to support having dining updates on Kody Weekly 
9. Ghost Kitchen is not open yet, but everything else is 
10. There is segregation with the people who swipe for the food and those who buy it through the app – trying to fix this issue so students can sit with one another with no issues 
11. Feel free to give feedback to Anthony to bring to the committee 
12. Becky will figure out the point of contact to see who to give feedback to in regards to the dining hall 
c. Budget Council – Miyuki
i. Wont meet until winter quarter 
d. Campus Community Safety & Wellbeing Advisory Council – Miriam 
i. In order to keep a cop on campus it costs 161,000 dollars per year 
1. Training, Vehicle, equipment 
2. Trying to not use hand cuffs, they are trained to do so 
3. Training involves role playing 
4. It is better to have an officer on campus so that they will be more familiar with the environment, easier and quicker access, and an open resource for students 
ii. Giving a “soft approach” to the cop, to make them seem more friendly 
1. “Campus Safety” for a more approachable look 
a. Different badge to change the look 
iii. In response to an active shooting, the cop willl be trained to act quickly and professionally- Faculty feels good about this 
iv. They are still in the middle about this situation
1. By the next meeting, Miriam will have more of an insight on the students point of view on the cop 
2. Becky is reaching out to revive the Link Tree for more resources on this topic 
v. They got funding from a Office of violence against woman to make sure that victims are being treated appropriately
1. We recieved a grant to ensure that everyone is trained properly 
2. This grant will put in new requirements for the school to follow 
vi. Question for next time: Is the 161,000 the price for both Cascadia and UWB?
vii. Talk about having a second cop to ensure that the days of the weeks are covered – the second cop would be working from friday-sunday 
viii. There is currently no new opportunity for students to give feedback to the cop being on campus because they already have two years of feedback to work off of

ii. Campus efforts for sustainability, Earth month hosted with UWB

9. Unfinished business/New business: 
a. Involvement Fair debrief:
i. What went well? 
1. EAB table went well
2. Liked the swag
3. A lot of people signed up to volunteer for EAB
4. A lot of good feed back about events and feelings 
5. People were interactive with EAB table 
6. 2-3 People at the table was ideal with dividing labor 
7. Being open and honest with students was good; promoting student life positions 
8. A lot of people came to the fair
9. Timing of the event was good 
10. Two tables out front for managing the passports and merch afterwards was really helpful 
11. Having an extra CEO available, two at each table and one floater 
12. CEO did a good job to making students earn their stamp 
a. They played more into the CEO event because the stamp was the incentive 
13. Being able to have two spots for giveaways that were close together was really great – easy communication 
14. The passports worked well 
a. Student joining a club because of the resource on the passport 
15. A lot of students interested in volunteering 
16. Pick your poison game but changing the questions to more of a Cascadia theme, to gather more feedback about events 
17. The agenda was really clear so it was easy to work with 
18. Encourage college 101 students to visit the involvment fair 
a. Students had a worksheet to fill out for their class 
ii. What could be improved? 
1. People were confused about the location of the tables 
a. Better communication via passport would be good 
b. The signs were not visible enough 
c. Tabletop signs versus 11 by 17 posters ?? 
d. Organizing the passport with respect to the real life location of the tables 
2. Signage for the ciders 
3. Stamps were a hit or miss 
a. Check stamps for whether or not they work so there is no chaos the day of 
4. UWBC talked about how they dont make students go to every table 
a. They seperate it by Social club, cultural club, etc—grouping it up 
b. Some of the resources didnt have a stamp, so it was confusing for both ends 
c. This many clubs and this many resources rather than specific names of groups 
i. Color coding would be helpful for students and overall organization 
5. We ran out of giveaways – waterbottles and tumblers 
a. Figuring out how to predict numbers better
6. Music club was very loud – so figuring out how to navigate that so its not too loud 
a. Makes it difficult to hear tables talking 
7. EAB and CEO being closer to one another to explain positions better 
8. Clarifying that EAB is not a Club- we are student government 
a. The worksheet was asking “What club are you”, so that was kind of misleading 
9. Students didn’t like the donuts
a. They had the idea of Krispy Kreme in their heads
10. Some clubs were not engaging or welcoming at their tables
11. Some tables were lacking in decorations/items on their tables
a. Encourage more information, merch/giveaways, etc.
b. Students don’t like to talk first when approaching the tables
12. Have a reminder sheet on the club tables with quick tips on tabling (smile, introduce yourself, explain what your club does, etc.)
13. The newer clubs were not adequately informed about how to Table 
14. Felt bad for the Violence Prevention and Advocacy table because no one was visiting the table 
a. No stamp(🙁), treat Sam better and give them a stamp
15.  The “popular” table was near the front, so the back was sort of dead 
a. Staggar tables so that there is a good mix of tables to encourage students to visit
16. Having a sandwich board with a map of the room so that it is easier to understand 
a. Peel and stick option so that there is some way to move around tables if necessary and prevent printing things out so things are not permanent 
17. Round table for students to mingle and have a place to sit down 
a. If possible, put tables and open up to the art gallery area for more space 
18. A space for students to gather their belongings because they recieved too much merch 
19. Passports have two stamps from clubs and two from resource and one from student life- that is better for more diversity in the tables that the students will attend, rather than just a majority being clubs 
a. Volunteer sign up sheet will be in EAB folder, courtesy of Miriam, shared document in Teams for suggestion box responses, potentially reading out the suggestions at the meeting 
b. Advocacy Question of the week: What do we want to ask students this week?
i. How have your classes been so far?
ii. Is there any events that you want to see on campus? 
iii. Is there anything you are confused about? Example: Dining Hall Location
1. Is there anything you want more information on? 
iv. Ask these questions on Wednesday and Thursday
v. What are you doing for Halloween (Spooktacular)
